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1 Start by capturing the child’s attention 
with the amazing moving images.

   >	�Place the striped plastic sheet over 
the cover of the I’m Jumping for Joy! 
Animated Tract and slowly slide it from 
left to right. The image will begin to move! 

   >	���In the same way, show the child the other 
animations in the tract.

2 Return to the cover page to begin  
sharing the message of salvation.    

3 �Show the animations on each page again 
as your presentation proceeds.

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1)	 Because our sins can be 
forgiven, we can be with God.

3) �We can one day be with God  
in heaven.

	 • �Heaven is a wonderful place
	 • �There is no sickness,  

no pain and no hunger
	 • �No one ever dies
	 • �Everyone is perfectly happy

1)	 Invite the child to sincerely pray 
for forgiveness and for Jesus to 
come into his/her life.

2) �Saying this prayer sincerely 
means:

	 • �You are truly sorry for all the 
wrong things you have done

	 • �You truly believe that Jesus took 
the punishment for your sins

	 • �You truly want to start a 
relationship with Jesus to help 
you turn from all the wrong 
things you have done and do 
what is right

1)	 So God sent his son, Jesus,  
to earth.

	 • �Jesus was a man who  
was different from any  
other person

	 • �Jesus is God and  
never sinned

2) ��Jesus came from heaven to 
earth to take the punishment 
for our sins.

	 • �Instead of us being punished, 
he took our place

	 • ����Jesus died on the cross so 
that all the wrong things 
that we have done can be 
forgiven

	 • ���And on the third day, Jesus 
became alive again
